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The four-day addiction program provides attendees with an op-
portunity to: participate in intensive training delivered by leaders,
researchers, and practitioners from across the continuum of sub-
stance abuse services; acquire knowledge and specific skills in best
practices to apply to their work; and network with colleagues from
across New England and beyond.

The four-day prevention program is a combination of major pre-
sentations, courses, and facilitated forums. Courses provide inten-
sive, skill based training in research-based prevention program-
ming for the prevention practitioner or administrator.

The School of Addiction Studies’ target audience includes persons
from all disciplines who are concerned with alcohol, tobacco and
other drug related issues, persons new to the field, and persons in
behavioral health and allied human services whose activities re-
quire a general knowledge of substance abuse.

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ABOUT THE AREA

Saint Michaels College is located on a 440-acre campus, situated
between the shores of Lake Champlain and the majestic Green
Mountains, in Colchester, Vermont, overlooking Burlington, the
state’s largest city with overall area population reaching 200,000.

SCHOOL PROGRAM & GUIDE TO SELECTING COURSES

The school program is divided into three types of activities:

Major Presentations

Major presentations are scheduled each day. These presentations
are generally broad in scope, covering issues pertinent to a multi-
disciplined audience. All students are scheduled to attend these
events.

Facilitated Forums

Facilitated forums will provide an interactive opportunity for par-
ticipants to discuss current issues in the addiction field, discuss
program implementation issue and solutions and receive technical
assistance from faculty members. Further information and a de-
tailed list of facilitated forum topics will be provided in registration
packets at the school. Participants may choose between evening
major presentations and facilitated forums on some evenings.

Courses

Courses are 5.5, 7 or 8.75 hours each, and occur in time tracks
identified as Track A, Track B and Track C. Most students take
three courses or workshops, one in each time track. Participants
attending the full program will attend all tracks (A, B, and C). Par-
ticipants attending the partial program will attend Tracks A and B.

A few courses are provided in a 15.75-hour format so students can
concentrate on a subject in greater detail. The 15.75-hour courses
meet during Track A and continue through Track B. Students take
a second, 6-hour course during Track C. A small number of 21.25-
hour workshops are designed for students who wish to concentrate
on a single, specific subject for the entire week. Students taking a
21.25-hour workshop participate in the same class throughout all
three time tracks. During the week, all students attend the major
presentation held each morning and evening, plus one of the fol-
lowing combinations:

* One course in each of the three time tracks: Track A, Track B,
& Track C, or

* One 15.75-hour course during Track AB, and a second
course during Track C, or

* One 21.25-hour course during Track ABC

On page 11, course titles are grouped according to the time track
in which they are offered. Courses are identified within on the fol-
lowing pages according to areas of concentration, target audience
and content level. Before choosing a course, carefully review the
online course description to ensure that the content, target audi-
ence and level fit your needs. Participants may also select from
shared courses or Prevention School courses.

Every effort will be made to assign you to your first choice. Send a
complete application with all requested information early, to ensure
that your first choice is available. Course assignments are based on
the date that applications (with complete information, including
payment information) are received. Please note that occasional cir-

cumstances beyond the control of the New England Institute may
result in the cancellation of a small number of courses.

For Prevention School participants some courses are four-day in-
tensive workshops and will meet each day for the entire program.
Some courses are offered in a one-day or two-day format. Selected
courses are collaborative offerings of the Prevention School and
the Addiction Studies School.

Prevention School participants can select courses from the Pre-
vention School program or the Addiction Studies School program
during Tracks A, B & C.

Teaching Methodology

When teaching courses, faculty members utilize the following
teaching modalities: lecture, audiovisual materials, and practical
application in case presentations, group discussions, and experi-
ential activities.
