
 
LODGING OPTIONS 

In and Around Waterville Valley, New Hampshire 
 
Lodging is a separate fee.  
 
Please note that all types of lodging are limited and will be assigned on a first come, first served 
basis. Single, double or family occupancy is available. Options include: 
 
Town Square Condominiums 
Single or double occupancy bedrooms within a condominium shared by participants. Please note 
that all Town Square rooms for this event are non-smoking. 
• $69.44/night single bedroom occupancy ($75 with tax) 
• $55.56/night double bedroom occupancy ($60 with tax) 
 
If you want a single bedroom or to share a double bed room in a three bedroom apartment, and 
would like help finding people to share the cost, choose the Town Square. Town Square 
Condominiums include three bedrooms, two bathrooms, a full kitchen and living area, and are 
shared by three to six participants. Please note that availability is limited; participants will be 
assigned to Town Square in order of applications processed. To request a Town Square room, 
indicate this choice on the application form. NEIAS staff will assign people to the Town Square 
condominiums by gender. The cost of your Town Square room should be added to the tuition fee 
you will pay to NEIAS. Your Town Square room fee is required in your deposit. 
 
SPECIAL NOTES: 
Town Square lodging is only available to participants staying four nights (arriving Sunday and 
departing Thursday). 
 
All Town Square lodging is in single bedrooms, charged at the single rate, unless you have 
requested a roommate. NEIAS does NOT match participants in the same double bedroom, unless 
they request each other. 
 
Traditional Single or Double Hotel Rooms 
If you want total privacy or have identified a roommate with whom you want to privately share 
the cost of lodging in a hotel room, reserve space at the Snowy Owl Inn or Valley Inn. 
 
LODGING IS A SEPARATE FEE. Please note that all types of lodging are limited and will be 
assigned on a first come, first served basis. A variety of lodging options are available for single, 
double, or family occupancy. 
 
Participants who wish to stay in one of the following hotels should call the phone numbers or 
follow the links below to reserve rooms and note that they are with the New England Institute of 
Addiction Studies group. Rates include taxes and resort fees.

You can either “pay as you go” for 
individual activities, or purchase a complete recreation package on site. If you are staying for the 
week, you should plan to stay either three or four nights, depending on where you live in relation 
to Waterville Valley. 
 
RECOMMENDED HOUSING WITHIN DRIVING DISTANCE OF WATERVILLE VALLEY: 
The Days Inn (603-536-3520) is about a 15-minute drive away. The Days Inn is the only hotel in 
the area that we are aware of that allows pets.
